What personal information do we collect from the people who visit our blog, 
website, or app?

When do we collect information?

We collect information from you when you register on our site, place an 
order, subscribe to a trial, respond to a survey, fill out a form, or enter 
information on our site.

How do we use your information?

How do we protect your information?

Our website is scanned on a regular basis for security holes and known 
vulnerabilities in order to make your visit to our site as safe as possible.

We use regular Malware Scanning.

Your personal information is contained behind secured networks and 
is only accessible by a limited number of persons who have special 
access rights to such systems and are required to keep the information 
confidential.

This 
principle requires not only that individuals have enforceable rights 
against data users, but also that individuals have recourse to courts or 
government agencies to investigate and/or prosecute non-compliance 
by data processors.
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CAN-SPAM Act

The CAN-SPAM Act is a law that sets the rules for commercial email, 
establishes requirements for commercial messages, gives recipients 
the right to have emails stopped from being sent to them, and spells 
out tough penalties for violations.
